Purpose
The Investigations Division conducts follow-up investigations into Crimes Against Persons and Property
Crimes. These include everything from thefts and assaults to aggravated robbery and murder. Detectives
conduct interviews, coordinate with other detectives and agencies, perform field work, interrogate suspects,
make arrests, prepare cases for court and testity in court,

Goals
Reduce the time between the time of the crime report and beginning of initial follow-up investigation.
This will result in increased solvability rates which, in turn, will result in a higher arrest rate.

Outcome/Measurement
The additional detective we receive this year will allow us to work more cases and to respond in a more
timely manner. We intend to;

¢ Keep Major Crimes detectives caseloads to less than 100 per detective/year.

e Keep Property Crimes detectives caseloads to less than 225 per detective/year.
s  Conduct 2 Registered Sex Offender checks each year.

One detective 1s
assigned to the DEA/Metro Narcotics Task Force and one detective is assigned to the Salt Lake Area Gang
Project. Two detectives work “street-level” narcotics and drug violation follow-up investigations while one
sergeant supervises the unit.

Ensure accuracy and timeliness for all reports and forfeiture documentation.
Keep caseloads less than 150 cases per detective /year.

Complete investigation of cases in less than 30 days of assignment.

Reports and other documentation will be submitted to the Investigations Lieutenant in monthly meetings.
